First Year Upper Level Students have just completed their faux fossil collage sculptures. The work is on display
in the art room. 1tis truly a wonderful sight! The project entailed sculpting and casting, woedworking and
assemblage. Our next project will be a two-dimensional painting done with acrylic paints. The subject is land-
scape. At present, the students are working on developing their compositions.

Second Year Upper level Students have also completed a
project. Their Mesopotamian masks are waiting to be fired,
These large masks, colored with underglazes, exhibit the
skill and creativity of our siudents. They are a very talented
group. Our next project will be a two-dimensional scratch-
board drawing. The students were just introduced to the
topic and are now looking through visual resources and doing
sketches o develop their ideas.

Third Year Upper Level Students are now on
to a new project as well, Their amazing
ceramic seulptures of Medieval dragons are on
display in the cases in the main building, The
students will mow explore the ancient tradition
of the Chinese dragon. These works will be
painted in watercolors with Craypa resist.
