If you have any special items of interest from your family’s countries of origin (for
example, money, pictures, art objects, or clothing), your child may bring them any time
during the week of October 14th to share with the class. As part of our school
celebration on Friday, October 24, we encourage the children to wear a simple outfit
that reflects some part of their family’s ethnic heritage and cultural identity.

We invite parents to join us for lunch at noon when we will be sharing a multi-cultural
feast. Please note that we are asking each family to make a dish (no peanuts/no tree
nuts, please) to add to the smorgasbord — all the better if it is something that is
special to your family because it has its origins in your ethnic history!

We will also need some parent volunteers to help us set up and clean up the meal. Please
let us know if you can help and what you can bring to the meal by filling out the form
below and returning it to the office by Tuesday, October 14th.
